Financial Report

Vice President Mark Luetzow presented the WLS Alumni treasurer’s report for Treasurer Rich
Waldschimidt, who was absent for a funeral. Last year, ended June 30, 2017, WLS Alumni
received $2320 in gifts for the operating fund. We awarded two $1000 scholarships and
assisted the Grow in Grace retreat with $200. Net assets as of June 30, 2017, were $1295, a
decrease of $1044. There were $290 in gifts to the endowment fund; together with market
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changes, the endowment balance increased during the year ended June 30, 2017, by $1572 to
$11,929. A motion was made, supported, and adopted to accept the treasurer’s report.

Awarding of Scholarships
President Mark Eckert welcomed Senior Cale Mead and Middler James Hemmelman, this year’s
recipients of the WLS Alumni scholarships. Both expressed appreciation for the gifts received.
